1. Walk through of Teacher’s Guide

a. Math Background Component

i. Very important to review before teaching

ii. Provides brief PD on concepts and math practices

b. Blue questions in Teacher’s Guide are only suggestions- this is not a prescriptive program, does not have to be taught verbatim 

c. Topic openers may be different for each lesson- may include a STEM (science/technology link)

d. Home-School Connection

i. OPTIONAL- helps parents understand what is happening in the classroom 

2. Manipulatives 

a. Actual manipulatives (concrete materials in kits)

b. Teaching tools- find and print through online component

c. Tools 4 Math- Virtual manipulatives 

3. Lesson Plan

a. Lesson plan from beginning to end should take approximately 45-60 minutes

b. You do NOT need to use every component of every lesson (core vs. more)

c. First page in each lesson provides a general overview 

d. Before starting each topic, you may want to give alternative topic test as a pre-test to determine which lessons you should focus on and/or to determine math groups

e. Four parts to each lesson

i. Daily Common Core (more)- reviews common core “gaps”

ii. Develop the Concept: Interactive (core)-teacher guided and whole class instruction to solve a problem with the use of manipulatives 

iii. Develop the Concept: Visual (core) - Actual student textbook pages. Goes from concrete to abstract (starts with manipulatives, ends with them applying what they learned). You can choose to do the entire section, or pick and choose several from guided/independent practice. Option of assigning some for HW
iv. Close/Assess and differentiate (more )- Used to gauge student understanding. Use your judgment to see if you need to complete this component.

f. Games can be incorporated when necessary
i. Suggestion- copy and laminate games and create centers 

ii. Game concepts remain the same from K-5, so students will eventually be familiar with the procedures 

g. Using Intervention Kit

i. To determine where students need reinforcement, have them complete the reteaching pages in the textbook.

ii. Analyze results- each question is matched up to a skill and an accompanying intervention kit page. You can assign this page for students as needed. Leveled from A-K.

4. CORE and MORE

a. Tells you what needs to be taught for each lesson, and what is supplemental
5. Online Component

a. Go to premium for interactive text

b. 00 is always a topic opener- you can choose to assign this to the class before beginning a new topic.

c. Anything online can be assigned to the class

d. Mypearsontraining.com- provides training on how to use online components and develop online tasks/assessments. You can also print PDF files for each training video. 

e. E-tools: found under student resources 

f. You can record and collect data when students take tests online. 

g. Quick checks and tests are found under the lesson masters.

h. Bridging Support- provides additional lessons to fill in “gaps” for NYS 

6. Performance Assessment

a. Located at the end of each topic 

b. Assesses students understanding of the concepts in skills from the topic through a performance-based task

c. Includes scoring rubric 

d. Could be an alternative to the math exemplars???
